Translations Found in a Selection of English Language Bibles

Among the more widely used or authoritative English language bibles, most use five or six

different translations for the Hebrew phrase b ‘etsem ha'yom hazeh. Admittedly, the difference

between “this very day” and “that very day”, for example, is not really significant. Nor, perhaps,

is the difference between “very” and “same.” But that is not the point. The point is this: a lack of

consistency in English translation obscures the consistency of the Hebrew text. Without

consistency in translation, the importance of the consistency in the source text is lost.
